Instructions concerning general safety and the smart system

Declaration concerning the obligation to use personal protective equipment in a construction site

1. I hereby confirm that the construction site's management: 

1.1. Has brought the main provisions of the Work Safety Order to my knowledge, as specified on the other side of this page. 
1.2. Has brought the construction site's safety procedures and instructions to my knowledge. 
1.3. I have been provided with an explanation concerning my personal obligations with regards to wearing and using personal protective equipment, based on the duties and types of work for which I am employed in the company. 
1.4. I undertake to follow the instructions of the safety officer / foreman at the site, and adhere to each of the provisions of the Safety Order as well as the site's safety instructions and procedures, including those relating to personal protective equipment. 
 
2. I additionally confirm that it is known and clear to me that in performing work for the company I will be exposed to such dangers as solar radiation, falling, slipping, noise, dust and others. Therefore I will be required to have and use personal protective equipment as per the Safety Order's provisions. 

3. I hereby confirm that I have received personal protective equipment that is in proper condition, as required for the duties of my job, and I undertake: 

3.1. To use the equipment for its designated purpose. 
3.2. To keep the equipment clean and in good working order. 
3.3. To return it to the responsible officer so as to be replaced if I discover any defect or damage in the equipment. 

4. I am aware that the personal protective equipment is to be used according to the type of duty / job I am about to perform, and that as a rule, the personal protective equipment consists of the following types of items: 

4.1. A protective helmet for the head – for any construction or engineering construction work. 
4.2. Protective shoes or protective boots. 
4.3. Gloves for hand protection. 
4.4. Harnesses to protect against falling. 
4.5. Ear plugs and headphones for hearing protection – as needed. 
4.6. Goggles for eye protection – as needed. 
4.7. Mouth / nose masks for respiratory tract protection – as needed or according to the instructions. 
4.8. Clothing and a head covering to cover body parts that are exposed to the sun to protect them against solar radiation. 
4.9. Additional personal protective equipment – task specific, as needed. 

5. I am aware that it is my duty to follow the Safety Order everywhere I work. I hereby declare: 

5.1. That I understand the importance of using personal protective equipment and that I therefore undertake to follow the Safety Order and use personal protective equipment any time I am in the construction site and not to take any action that my endanger myself and/or others. 
5.2. That I will not maliciously damage or misuse any equipment, tool or anything else provided to me under the Safety Order with the purpose of ensuring my safety and health. 

I am aware that signing this declaration is a prerequisite for going into the construction site. I am also aware that if I ever violate the provisions of the Safety Order and/or the construction site's safety procedures and instructions and fail to use personal protective equipment for any reason, I will be removed from the construction site. 

I confirm that I am signing the digital form after the above declaration form has been provided to me in hard copy and after I have read it and understood it clearly. 

Safety instructions for construction site workers 

1. Please ensure the high altitude work equipment is in proper working condition and is safely stored. 
2. Do not dismantle a banister that is in normal condition. 
3. Follow the high altitude work regulations. 
4. When performing any high altitude work, ensure your safety by using an anchor point and appropriate high altitude working equipment. 
5. High altitude work must be done according to the worker's high altitude work permission: ladder, scaffolding, mobile lifting platform, etc. 
6. For any high altitude work it is necessary to use a harness and an anchor point. 
7. Do not ascend a ladder that is not properly stabilized. 
8. When performing high altitude work in the vicinity of a banister, please use a harness connected to a stable anchoring point. 
9. A worker who is unable to work in high altitudes due to health considerations must notify their direct superior and/or the site foreman prior to commencing work. 
10. High altitude work will not be performed by a worker who has not been provided with high altitude work training by a certified instructor. 
11. It is obligatory to use suitable equipment that is in proper working condition when performing high altitude work. The worker must notify their superior or the foreman of any defect in the equipment. Use of any type of ladder will be done as a last priority, giving preference to any other means for performing high altitude work. 
12. It is obligatory to use suitable personal protective equipment, including safety equipment to prevent / stop a fall, according to the type and nature of the activity and the risks involved. 
13. High altitude work is to be done in pairs. 
14. Do not leave an open hole at the site without fencing it or closing the hole. 
15. Do not use balconies for storage, except for materials that have no danger of falling. 
16. Please tie or store tools to prevent them from falling. 
17. Do not throw equipment at the site. 
18. For any activity where there is the risk of falling equipment, a sterile area must be provided. The sterile area must be fenced. 
19. A helmet must be used in any area where there is a risk of head injury due to falling equipment.  
20. Falling equipment can also occur on the same floor you are on. Please ensure your work area does not put workers under you at risk. 
21. When working on the building façade, please prevent equipment and tools from falling. 

Working with cranes

1. The purpose of a crane is only to lift and lower equipment. Do not drag, pull or use the crane for any other purposes. 
2. Do not stand under a load that is being lifted. 
3. Please only use lifting equipment that is in proper working condition. 
4. Only a qualified signalman can tie a load. 
5. A signalman or crane operator who has committed a safety offense will not be permitted to continue working at the site. 
6. A safety distance of 4 meters must be maintained from the site fence. 
7. Do not stand on a lifted load. 
8. Lifting will only be done within the site's boundaries, except when the safety officer has granted their permission to perform lifting work outside of the site boundaries. 
9. Do not use a crane without a signalman and crane operator. 
10. A new crane operator must undergo training with the foreman before commencing work. 

Working on ladders

1. Working on a ladder in the vicinity of a banister requires the use of equipment for high altitude work. 
2. Please use ladders that are in normal working condition, that have not expired and that adhere to the standard. 
3. If you must use any work tools, please place them on a carrying belt. 
4. Do not stand on the highest rungs of a ladder. 
5. The part limiting the ladder's opening angle must be in proper working condition. 
6. The ladder must be equipped with rubber parts that are in normal condition. 
7. The selected ladder must be suitable for the task. 
8. Check the ladder's condition before use. 
9. When ascending or descending the ladder, the worker must maintain three holding points. 
10. Do not sit on the ladder or stand on the top part of the ladder. 
11. When ascending or descending the ladder, hold the ladder with both hands and face the ladder. 

Qualifications / training

1. A worker will not enter the site if they have not been provided with safety training concerning risks that can occur at the work place. 
2. Do not perform any work if you have not been trained or qualified to do it. 
3. It is prohibited to operate any stationary / mobile machine – including a crane or forklift – if you do not hold an appropriate permit / license or if you are not skilled in its operation. Operating a machine or tool without a permit / license constitutes a criminal offense. 
4. If you have been sent to perform a task, please ensure you understand the process involved, including the different risks. It is mandatory to obtain accurate information from the foreman or from your superior who has sent you to perform the task. 
5. If you have been sent to perform a task but there is a change in the initial planning or in the conditions of the work's execution, stop! Notify the foreman or your superior and obtain appropriate instructions so as to perform the task safely. 

Do

1. Wearing a protective helmet is mandatory. 
2. Wearing protective shoes is mandatory. 
3. It is mandatory to wear protective googles when doing a task that involves any risk to the eyes. 
4. It is mandatory to use personal protective equipment to protect body parts according to the type of risk. As needed, you must use gloves and ear protectors. 
5. It is mandatory to install safety banisters in any location where one can fall to a depth of 2 meters or more. 
6. Cover and fence holes in the walls, floor and ground. 
7. Work on surfaces only when they are stable and safe. 
8. Remove any obstacles, protruding nails and sharp edges from passageways – from the floor and up to a height of 2 meters.  
9. Use tools that are in proper working condition that are suitable for the type of work you are performing. 
10. Use a safe, stable ladder – and only for ascending and descending it. 
11. It is mandatory to notify the foreman of any safety hazard. 
12. It is mandatory to notify the foreman of any work injury. 

Don't 

13. Do not use ladders that have not been constructed according to the standard and/or are defective. 
14. Do not perform any work that may put you or those around you in danger. 
15. Do not work on a ladder for a prolonged period. 
16. Do not remove a safety banister from any location it has been installed. 
17. Do not jump on scaffolding or from scaffolding. Please use a ladder to ascend or descend. 
18. Do not overload work surfaces or scaffolding. 
19. Do not put electrical cables on the floor or in wet places. 
20. Do not throw construction waste – take it down in a controlled manner. 
21. Do not throw objects from high places! You may injure your fellow workers. 
22. Do not work in places from which you can fall. Work on a fenced work platform and use safety harnesses. 
23. Do not stand under a lifted load. Warn your fellow workers as well. 
24. Do not expose your body to the sun and its dangers. Remain clothed while working. 

Addition for those working in development and on roads 

25. It is mandatory to maintain mutual eye contact between the equipment operator and the person working on the ground. 
26. Do not dig an excavation wall or deep ditch unless you have taken protective measures to prevent the soil from collapsing.

Please note

In addition to all of the above, it is also necessary to follow the work safety regulations. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Primary Safe Work Values:
1. I undertake to observe the duty of care, and this includes every worker at the construction site who also has a duty of care imposed upon him, and any act or action, shall be performed with absolute awareness to uphold this moral and legal duty.
2. I know that every worker on the construction site has the right not to start performing work, or if it has begun, to stop it, if in his opinion performing the work places him or others in danger!!
3. In the event of a conflict between safety and production output, safety considerations shall prevail over production output considerations.
4. Managers / team leaders and officers who have the authority to instruct others to perform actions or refrain from performing them, have an increased duty of care imposed on them and they must act with absolute awareness to uphold this moral and legal duty.


The smart system
   
1. "Tidhar" has installed a smart safety system at the company's offices and work sites for the purpose of controlling access authorizations to the company's premises. The smart safety system ensures that only those authorized to enter the company's premises can go into the work site. The system also monitors the presence of critical position holders at the site as required by law in order to ensure the safety of the site's workers, and is used as a system for recording the attendance of employees at the site. 
2. The system utilizes a personal biometric identifier – face and/or fingerprint identification – to identify employees, provide entrance authorizations and record the employees' attendance. The use of a biometric identifier to operate the smart system is essential for security purposes, to prevent leakage of sensitive / classified information from the company, and to maintain the workers' safety at the site.  
3. The system's use will require the biometric identifier to be obtained. The identifier is translated into electronic code that will be maintained in a digital database. The system's complete operation (including the translation and maintenance of the database) will be done through a third party provider. 
4. The only third party to have access to the information stored in the system will be the external provider. The information will not be forwarded and/or transferred to anyone else, unless required by the provisions of the law and/or a court decision. 
5. If you wish to be provided with additional information and/or clarifications about the subject and about the process of obtaining the biometric identifier, please contact the head of the company's computerization department.
